Equipment Clean-Out Log
Any Equipment used for both organic and non-organic (conventional, transitional, and buffer) must be thoroughly cleaned prior to use in an organic crop.  Examples include: planting equipment, hay making equipment, grain harvesting equipment, grain handling/drying equipment, wagons, and trucks.  This log may be helpful for documenting equipment clean-out procedures.  You may choose to use your own system of documenting equipment clean-out, such as recording equipment cleaning in your Field Activity Log.  Documentation of equipment clean-out must be available for the organic inspector.
