Inspection fee 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Do not submit the inspection fee with your application.  Your inspection fee will be paid either to IDALS or directly to a contract inspector. Inspections requiring an extraordinary amount of time may be subject to additional inspection fees. Examples of circumstances that may increase the inspection fee include: last-minute cancelations requiring additional travel time, inspection of multiple sites in distant locations requiring additional travel time, and/or failure to have necessary records available during the inspection.

Note that all fields included in the organic crop rotation plan are assessed certification fees, even if that crop is not sold as organic.

The application fee is non-refundable.  Inspection and certification fees become non-refundable once the service they are intended to pay for has been provided.
