COME NOW the lowa Board of Veterinary Medicine ("Board") and Harmohin S.
Ahluwalia, D.V.M, ("Respondent"), and pursuant to lowa Code sections 17A.10 and
272C.3(4) (2002), enter into the following Settlement Agreement and Final Order of the
contested case currently on file.

1. Respondent license to practice as a veterinarian in the State of lowa is
current and will next expire on June 30, 2011.

2.  Respondent was issued license number 4437 to practice as a veterinarian
in the State of lowa on June 6, 1977.

3. Respondent's current address as reported to the Board is 1518 W. Locust
Street, Davenport, lowa, 52804.

4. The Board has jurisdiction of the parties and the subject matter.

5. A Statement of Charges was filed against the Respondent on August 28,
2008, and is scheduled for hearing on February 19, 2009,

6. Execution of this Settlement Agreement and Final Order constitutes the
resolution of this contested case. By executing this agreement, Respondent expressly

waives the right to a hearing on these charges.



7. Respondent is freely and voluntarily entering into this Settlement Agreement
and Final Order, and he agrees that the State's counsel may present this agreement to
the Board.

8. This agreement is subject to approval of the Board. If the Board approves
this agreement, it becomes the final disposition of this matter. If the Board fails to
approve this agreement, it shall be of no force or effect to either party.

9. This agreement shall be part of the permanent record of Respondent and
shall be considered by the Board in determining the nature and severity of any
disciplinary action to be imposed in the event of any future violations.

10. This Settlement Agreement and Final Order, as well as the Statement of
Charges, are public records available for inspection and copying in accordance with the
requirements of lowa Code Chapter 22.

11. The Board's approval of this agreement shall constitute a FINAL ORDER
of the Board.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

12.  Pursuant to the terms of this Settlement Agreement, the Respondent
knowingly and voluntarily admits that he failed to comply with the applicable
requirements of lowa Code section 169.13(7) and 811 lowa Administrative Code
10.6913) concerning his failure to meet the minimal standard of care in performing a
declaw surgical procedure and failing to meet the sanitary condition of his surgery as

alleged in the Statement of Charges filed in this action.



13. The Respondent’s practice is limited to the following:
a. Performance of routine vaccinations and rabies vaccinations,

routine physical exams and diagnosis; and

b. Blood test work for heartworms and checking of stool samples for
parasites.
C. Signage posted at client/patient check-in desk of veterinary

services available as listed in 13a, 13 b and include line 14a
(surgery or surgical procedures are prohibited). Signage must be
approved by the lowa Board of Veterinary Medicine prior to posting.

14. The Respondent is prohibited by the terms of this Settlement Agreement
and Order from engaging in any activities associated with the practice of veterinary
medicine not listed in paragraph 13 of this Settlement Agreement and Order including
but not limited to the following:

a. Surgery or surgical procedures prohibited.

15. The Respondent shall maintain full and complete medical records that are
legible and that meet all of the criteria established in lowa Code Chapter 169 and the
administrative rules promulgated thereunder; and the American Veterinary Medical
Association.

16. The Respondent shall maintain his clinic in a clean and sanitary manner
that meets or exceeds the reasonable standard of veterinary care.

17. The Respondent herby consents to unannounced compliance inspections
at any time during normal business hours by lowa Department of Agriculture and Land
Stewardship employees on behalf of the Board.
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18. Inthe event the Respondent violates or fails to comply with any of the
terms or provisions of this Settlement Agreement and Order, the Respondent hereby
knowingly and expressly waives his right to hearing and consents to the Board entering
an order revoking the Respondent's license to practice veterinary medicine in lowa.
The Respondent’s failure to comply with this Settlement Agreement and Order may be
established by evidence which includes, but is not limited to the following:

a. An affidavit from an IDALS employee who performed an
inspection pursuant to paragraph 17 of this Settlement
Agreement and Order that sets out a violation of lowa Code
chapter 169 and the rules promulgated thereunder and/or
the terms of this Settlement Agreement and Order; and

b. An affidavit from an IDALS employee that confirms the
validity of a complaint of a person who utilized the
Respondent’s professional services which asserts a violation
of lowa Code chapter 169 and the rules promulgated
thereunder and/or the terms of this Settlement Agreement

and Order.
